I was about 28 years old myself then in 1986. Everybody who saw the article everyone commented on it with interest. Sort of an “Amelia Earhart please come to the baggage claim” moment. If I recall correctly, the television story had the moment of truth on the nightly news. It showed the final bidding and the auctioneer calling out Last call at 775,000.00” or whatever. Then two security guards threw open the doors to the hotel ballroom. And… no one came forward. The camera panned to a woman companion of one of the bidders who was dabbing a tear from her eye and murmuring “She’s not coming…”  I found myself with tears in my eyes also and thinking, “She was history’s most famous “Stand by Your Man girl.  I also recall that the car had swastikas on the hubcaps and in place of the usual company hood ornament. I remember the car being all black but seeing the two tone paint scheme has jogged some sort of memory in me. Hope this helps.
